•	 To be played on one or more different instruments and/or voices
•	 To be of no more than three minutes duration
•	 Reflect on which play it is for and write in 250 words, with accurate spelling

	 ~	why you chose your particular style
	 ~	 the development process behind the composition
•	 Submit the piece as an MP3 file on a USB stick AND in hard copy format
•	 Entrants must be a Friend of SGCNZ either through their school or individually.

•	 The Supreme Winner is awarded a position as Student Composer at  SGCNZ’s National Shakespeare Schools Production 
from 24 September – 2 October 2023 in Wellington, and to be considered for selection as a member of SGCNZ YSC 2023 
representing NZ in the UK at the Globe and Stratford Upon Avon. (Standard fees for both these events will apply). 
Please note that only one person (if Supreme Winner is a group) can attend NSSP. If the Supreme Winner is unavailable, 
another winner will be offered the position.
